SECTION I:  That for the next ensuing year, the County Clerk of Iroquois County is hereby authorized and directed to extend the following special taxes in behalf of the School District:

A. The sum of $21,397 to be levied as a special tax for Working Cash purposes; and

B. The sum of $32,000 to be levied as a special tax for Illinois Municipal Retirement Purposes, and

C. The sum of $32,000 to be levied as a special tax for Social Security purposes, and

D. The sum of $65,280 to be levied as a special tax for Tort Immunity purposes, and
E. The sum of $17,564 to be levied as a special tax for Special Education Program 

            Purposes; and

F. The sum of $21,955 to be levied as a special tax for Lease of Computer Equipment and Facilities purposes in accordance with 105 ILCS 5/17-2.2c of the School Code.
