Mrs. Bethanie Marshall, K-5 elementary principal, informed the board of upcoming testing.  STAR 360 will start its second round of testing in the elementary followed by junior high and high school;  Pre-SAT tests will be given to freshmen, sophomores, and juniors; and juniors will take the SAT in the spring.  PARCC testing will start in March.
Mr. Mark Portwood, junior high/high school principal, spoke about the Milford Area Public School District #124 school board’s approval of joining the Eight-Man Football Association in the fall of 2018.  Cissna Park is in the middle of a 2-year co-op with Milford for football.  Milford felt that if football were to stay, that the 8-man program was the only way.  The 8-man league follows the IHSA calendar.  Milford’s numbers are 10 sophomores, juniors, and seniors. Cissna Park’s numbers for sophomores through juniors is 5.  
Also, Crescent City School District #249 informed Cissna Park that the district will receive no new incoming freshmen students for the 2018-2019 school year.  The nine students from Crescent City chose Iroquois West or Watseka.
