COMMITTEE REPORTS

Finance Committee – Dr. Hylbert

Dr. Hylbert reviewed the ESSER grants with the board.  (Every Student Succeeds Emergency Relief grant).  The ESSER 1 grant for $36,000 was used to purchase Chromebooks last year.  The ESSER 2 grant for $142,000 will be used to purchase the updated electrical and air conditioning in the elementary classrooms, and repaving of the school parking lot next year.  The ESSER 3 grant for $284,000 is yet to be determined.

Dr. Hylbert presented a summary of fund balances with the board on the FY2021 Financial Report; and also presented the tentative budget for fiscal year 2022.
