FISCAL YEAR 2016 AUDIT
Mr. Russ Leigh from Russell Leigh & Associates presented the Audit Report for FY2017.  The audit was clean as usual with solid fund balances.  The district once again attained Financial Recognition status, which is the highest recognition status given by the state.
Mr. Neukomm made the motion, seconded by Mr. Weber to APPROVE THE AUDITOR’S REPORT FOR FY17; AND TO DIRECT THE SUPERINTENDENT TO FILE THE ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT WITH THE STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION AS PRESENTED.  Discussion.  Vote:  Ayes, all.  Motion carried.

HEARING of DELEGATIONS

Brian Neukomm had several items he wanted to cover—the first was to say he appreciates the work Dr. Hylbert has done after listening to the auditor give his positive report on the district’s financial condition.  Mr. Petry, board president, added that it also takes the full administration, teaching staff, and non-certified staff to make the school a success.  Mr. Neukomm wanted to know if the FOIA requests were available to the public; wanted to thank the administration for securing Mrs. Susan Waldbeser as the second grade teacher; and lastly wanted to know what the ineligibility issues with baseball players was all about.  
Jeannie Seggebruch asked how the funds received from the recent Wildcat Walk are handled.  She wanted to know who takes care of it and how is the money spent?  Mrs. Marshall informed her that the Wildcat Walk is the only fundraiser that the elementary school has.  The funds received are spent on classroom supplies such as white boards, smart boards, carpets for the classrooms, and items not included in the district’s budget.  
COMMUNICATIONS
A FOIA Request from IRTA (Illinois Retired Teachers Association) and response from Dr. Hylbert was included in the board packet.
REPORT FROM PRINCIPALS

Mrs. Bethanie Marshall, elementary principal, spoke about the recently completed Wildcat Walk.  Some upcoming dates are:  Picture Day on September 19th; and the Pint Size Blood Drive on October 4th.   Pre-testing for the PSAT for 8th and 9th grade students will be coming soon.   
Mr. Portwood announced that the junior high baseball team won the regional championship. The team plays in the sectional on Saturday, September 23rd at 11:00 a.m. in Gifford.

Mr. Portwood informed the board that there have been several instances this school year of students using the word "gay" towards others in a derogatory way.   He has informed all of the junior high students that this word will no longer be used in the school.   Mr. Portwood also elaborated with the board and audience on eligibility rules and how they are applied. 
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
