HEARING of DELEGATIONS
Julie Yergler addressed the board regarding the SEL curriculum. She has used an SEL curriculum for the past 5 years. The topic of her lesson today was understanding different perspectives and they watched a video about how two boys had different thoughts and feelings about a sleepover. One was happy and had a great time while the other was frustrated because his friend messed up his room and ate ice cream on his bed. Her experience teaching it has been that students appreciate having conversations about topics involving relationships and getting along with others. As a teacher, her job is not just to teach and assign homework. She truly believes that she is also charged with growing people into decent, hardworking humans. Children who know not to put down others, can handle it if they are put down, can problem-solve and resolve disagreements, and can be assertive to ask for what they need. These are all skills that can be taught through this SEL curriculum. SEL standards are nothing new. Illinois SEL standards are actually from 2003. She also researched the SEL curriculum that the school is using with the junior high and high school students and found nothing that could be construed as objectionable in them. The website Courage is a Habit certainly has a lot to say about SEL, none of which is true concerning SEL at Cissna Park Schools. SEL standards and curriculum have been around for almost 20 years. She has been teaching SEL lessons to 4th graders for the last 5.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CISSNA PARK BOARD OF EDUCATION, SCHOOL DISTRICT NO. 6, COUNTY OF IROQUOIS, STATE OF ILLINOIS, as follows:

SECTION I:  That for the next ensuing year, the County Clerk of Iroquois County is hereby authorized and directed to extend the following special taxes in behalf of the School District:

A. The sum of $24,241 to be levied as a special tax for Working Cash purposes; and

B. The sum of $17,000 to be levied as a special tax for Illinois Municipal Retirement Purposes, and

C. The sum of $17,000 to be levied as a special tax for Social Security purposes, and

D. The sum of $39,000 to be levied as a special tax for Tort Immunity purposes, and
E. The sum of $19,901 to be levied as a special tax for Special Education Program 

            Purposes; and

F. The sum of $24,871 to be levied as a special tax for Lease of Computer Equipment and Facilities purposes in accordance with 105 ILCS 5/17-2.2c of the School Code.
