Mr. Mark Portwood announced that the Lavina Young Trust awarded the school $5,000.  The funds will be used to offset the new window replacement project.  New ceiling tiles and lighting have been replaced in the big gym.  Mr. Portwood asked the board their thoughts on bus drop-off and pick-up for the upcoming school year.  The consensus of the board was to keep it the same as last year and do what is safest for the students.  
The Home School policy was discussed.  At the current time, the board is mixed on how to proceed.  The majority of board members would like to offer extracurricular activities, but no core classes to students that are currently homeschooled.  Discussions will continue.  Different handbook subjects were talked about concerning what is and is not covered in the handbook, such as HPV education for students in 6th grade, bullying, vaping (vaping detectors/camera), and cameras on the buses.
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

Dr. Hylbert reported upcoming dates for the beginning of school activities.  Registration is set for August 1 and 2 2022.   A Teacher’s Workshop is scheduled for Monday, August 15th and Friday, August 19th.    First day of school for students will be August 16, 2022 starting at 8:05 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  Lunch will be served that day.

The fee will range from $40 to $75 for the school year depending on the instrument.
