REPORT FROM PRINCIPALS

Mrs. Niebuhr stated that students raised $13,103 during the Wildcat Walk, which was more than double the goal. Most students had one or more walkers come, and the PTO provided water and popsicles. The generosity and support by everyone for the elementary school is amazing. Also, the PTO provided K-12 students with a surprise snack of cider and donuts on October, 5th. The 4th and 5th graders took a field trip to Wolf Park to learn about wolves and other animals. They also visited a 1920s farmhouse at The Farm at Prophetstown State Park and learned about farm life and how farm animals were utilized in the 1920s. Fourth grade general music students started learning recorders and are very thankful and excited for the opportunity. There will be a Scholastic Book Fair in the elementary school on October 24th and 26th during parent teacher conferences. 
Mrs. Hurliman addressed the board asking for guidance and input on a few items. The first item was how they would like the bus maintenance area used. The bus maintenance room is currently being shared by the Ag department and maintenance.  Secondly, Milford had approached her with a cooperative agreement for Drama/Musical/Theater. The board decided the bus bay area will return to a maintenance room. The board was in favor of the Drama/Musical/Theater cooperative with Milford and will vote on the agreement next month. Mrs. Hurliman stated that the Community Impact Project raised over $4,800 and she plans to take a field trip with some of the proceeds.
